WHEREAS, the Information Sharing Access Agreement governs the collection,
use, access, disclosure, security, and retention of the Personally Identifiable
Information (PII) dataset(s); and

WHEREAS, the Ulster County Department of Emergency Management has
contracted with Tetra Tech, Inc. to complete the update of the Multi-Jurisdictional All-
Hazard Mitigation Plan for Ulster County and consents to third party access to FEMA
PII; now, therefore be it
