1. Joel Brink: Mr. Brink is a resident and Councilman in the Town of Ulster, who spoke in support 
and appreciation for the naming of the newly reconstructed bridge on County Road 10 (Sawkill 
Road) in honor and memory of former Town of Ulster Police Chief, Anthony E. Cruise. 
 

2. Frank Faluotico: Retired UC Undersheriff and co-worker spoke from the heart in support of 
honoring Chief Cruise posthumously by naming the Town of Ulster Bridge in his honor, noting 
how apropos as Chief Cruise helped many people cross the bridge from a bad place to a good 
place.
